MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 10th MARCH  2003

These were deferred for consideration at the next meeting of the Group to enable time to be spent on the Finningley Action Plan.

FINNINGLEY ACTION PLAN

Roger Ranson presented a background note and a draft action plan to enable the Local Strategic Partnership to seek the maximum economic benefit for the District from the proposal to create a commercial airport at Finningley.  This proposal had now been granted permission from the Office of the Deputy Prime Minister, although the period for judicial challenge of the decision was not due to expire until 15th May.  The draft action plan covered Training and Recruitment; Supply Chain; Micro-business support; sites and premises; tourism opportunities; surface access and public transport.  In addition, during the course of the meeting, it was suggested that a further heading of marketing and promotion be incorporated into the action plan.

A number of detailed comments were made by members of the group during the discussion which it was agreed to incorporate into a revised action plan.  Additionally, the group also considered:

1. A proposal from the LSP Education and Lifelong Learning Group (attached) to seeking support from the SSP for further work tobe done to prepare Bassetlaw residents for the job opportunities that will arise from Finningley – this was also supported by the group.

2. Paul Buck gave a presentation on the schools PFI scheme and the group highlighted the relationship between this and Finningley with respect to supply chain and construction issues.  County Councillor Storey informed the group that the approved level of PFI credits for the schools programme in Bassetlaw was £66.9 million for phase 1 and £60 million (provisional) for phase 2.

3. Bob Middleton made reference to the encouragement of best practice with regard to waste minimisation, energy efficiency and environmental standards. 


















         A revised action plan was to be produced and the group considered that the next steps were to discuss this with the SSP (including representation from West Lindsey/North Lincolnshire), and then with partners in Doncaster and South Yorkshire.  Roger Ranson also agreed to liaise with Doncaster MBC regarding the terms of reference for the M18 link road study to be undertaken by Mouchel.
