CT and JK gave a PowerPoint presentation to members present on the current situation in the development of the new Local Development Framework, previously the Local Plan.  They explained the difference between the existing Local Plan, and the new LDF.  The key difference is that the Local Plan was one all-encompassing document, whereas the LDF is a suite of documents.

Planning have contacted all Parish Councils, and have access to the BCVS database.  They will also be contacting all residents who have already made a direct response in the Issues Stage.  In addition they will be using newsletters and advertising.  Parish Plans produced will be incorporated as far as possible.

Following a meeting with GOEM this week, the Local Development Scheme (timetable of production of the LDF) will now be amended based on GOEM’s recommendations.  One recommendation is that Supplementary Planning Documents should be produced after 2007 when the main Planning Documents have come in to effect.  The Inspectors feel that the current LDS is too ambitious.

One of the main considerations for the Sub-Group is the allocation of current employment sites and allocation of new employment sites.

Following the presentation there was a short questions and answer session:

MC – How do we ensure development of areas on the A1 corridor and the area near to Robin Hood Airport?

CT – These are areas where the Sub-Group needs to get involved in the development of the Core Strategy Document.


MC – The key question seems to be whether we want to develop the area from the point of Tourism and Leisure or Employment.

CT – Again this is where we need discussions as we produce the Core Strategy Document.

JM – Are our Greenfield sites currently under threat under the current Local Plan?

CT – Effectively until we get the new LDF in place they are.  However, this is an issue that Planning are aware of and one of the current considerations is whether we produce any supplementary policies to ensure the sites are protected.  The sites will also receive protection under Regional Sustainability Planning Guidance, and for all new developments we are requesting a sustainability report to support Planning Applications.

CT and JK noted that they would be circulating a copy of the Local Development Scheme for information, although this would not be consulted on.  Following this they will consult on the Statement of Community Involvement in March/ April 2005.
