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Backing Business in Bassetlaw

The Backing Business in Bassetlaw campaign was formed as part of the recommendations arising from the Bassetlaw Taskforce.  Its work now falls under the remit of the BLSP Economic Regeneration Sub-Group.

The campaign is essentially a partnership approach to addressing the development of an enterprising culture in Bassetlaw.  It has been funded by Nottinghamshire Business Link, with Nottinghamshire Business Ventures (NBV), the Nottinghamshire Chamber of Commerce and Industry, and the District Council being active partners in the campaign.  Funding from Business link has enabled NBV to provide a full-time business counsellor to provide advice and guidance for start-up businesses, based in the district Council offices at Copthall House, Potter Street, Worksop.

A number of events have been held and are planned under the banner of Backing Business in Bassetlaw; these include:

· Bassetlaw Business Week 13-17 September 2004, with a Chamber breakfast meeting devoted to “Regeneration through education”, a Backing Women in Business event, and a meeting of the Retford Business Club.

· “Opportunities flying in” – presentations about business opportunities at Robin Hood Airport to be held at the National Fluid Power Centre on 25th November 2005.

· Tailored support for the textile sector, bringing together a wide range of business support organisations.

· Enterprise for women – a series of 6 events taking place in November 2004 to support the vital contribution women entrepreneurs can make to the local economy.
