Economic Regeneration Sub-Group - Heritage/Conservation projects in Worksop and Retford
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The Council is a partner in two major conservation/heritage grant-aid schemes based on Worksop and Retford.  
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Following a successful initial bid, the Heritage Lottery Fund (HLF) awarded a contract and approximately £500,000 towards the formation and implementation of a Townscape Heritage Initiative (THI) in Retford.  This scheme is aimed at encouraging owners of identified property within the Retford Conservation Area to carry out repairs and renewals of important architectural and historical features.  A total of 76 buildings are being targeted under the initiative with potential funding support of £1.2 available over 3 years.
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A second heritage project is in operation in Worksop, the Heritage Economic Regeneration Scheme (HERS).  The HERS, promoted and part funded by English Heritage, is intended like with the Retford THI to support the repair and renewal of important buildings located within the Worksop Conservation Area.  A total of 32 buildings are being targeted with potential funding of £500,000 available over 3 years.

Both the THI and HERS projects are aimed at improving the quality of the built environment within the respective town centre areas of Retford and Worksop and encouraging the re-use of space.  Through investment in the targeted buildings it is hoped to stimulate more interest in the town centres and in doing so contribute towards meeting wider regeneration objectives.
