Mattes Arising:
Young Manton – A Project Manager has been appointed and is now in post.

Patient & Public Involvement – Doncaster Council for Voluntary Service has tendered to be a Local Network Provider for an area, which would include Doncaster and Bassetlaw Hospital Trust. BCVS has liaised with Doncaster CVS on its bid and provided a link with Bassetlaw CHC.

The issue of scrutiny of health was raised in the context of training for Local Authority members. It was agreed that there was potential for BPfH members to be pro-active.

Care and Repair

An official launch of the Care and Repair Scheme will be held in early September.

Proposed Older Persons Resource Centre

Full use will be made of the building.

There is good car parking facilities.

The Bassetlaw branch of the Alzheimer’s society is very keen.

It was suggested that BPfH send a message of support.

Bassetlaw PCT Strategic Development Plan

Outlines where PCT is going and what it is doing.

Michael Newstead pointed out that the Voluntary Sector was not listed.

Members were asked to take away the plan and email any comments to Louise Newcombe, Sharon Stoltz or Sue Gill.

Draft Partnership for Health Action Plan

Each sub-group of the LSP are required to produce an action plan detailing how they will address the priorities outlined in the Bassetlaw Community Strategy. Regular updates will need to be provided on progress to the LSP Board using an agreed pro-forma.

Sharon submitted the current draft health action plan to the LSP Board meeting in July. The Partnership for Health needs to review the action plan and make any amendments.

Amendments were suggested to the section on Sure Start. The Care and Repair Scheme was identified as a missing item and it was thought that the last section of the Plan be revised.

There was discussion on the role of the Integrated Safety Group in reducing accidents and the links to the Partnership for Health.

Improving Young People and Health Event

An event is planned for the Autumn, which will be a half-day meeting with some drama to open the day, aimed at practitioners and managers.

Feedback from LSP Board

Michael Newstead gave an update of the feedback from a recent LSP Board meeting.

Any other business

Chris Shaw handed out a paper around a funding application for Bircotes Leisure Centre with a request that the BPfH endorse the application with a letter of support.

The group agreed that it should be supported. 

Michael Newstead commented on a paper submitted for information from Sure Start around Work Shadowing.  The initiative was welcomed but it was agreed that any potential placement needed to be carefully planned.

Chris Shaw agreed to be the contact for the District Council.

Healthy Living Centre

The issue of the imminent departure of Alan Batty, co-ordinator for the Healthy Living Centre, was raised by Chris Shaw. Chris had arranged for the top-slicing of a management fee from existing projects within the HLC to pay for a co-ordinator to promote the projects. Chris to report back re progress next meeting.
