The minutes of the last meeting:

These were accepted as a true record.

Mattes Arising from the previous meeting:

There were no matters arising.

Care and Repair Scheme:

There had been 5 expressions of interest and as it was difficult to eliminate any of them it was decided to interview all.

A copy of the outline specification was sent to Bill Brown of Bassetlaw Integrated Safety Group.  It was felt by Bill Brown that there was going to be some duplication of the service already offered by the Integrated Safety Group. 

Ann Ellis pointed out that there is only a small overlap of services.

Bassetlaw Integrated Safety Group appears to be mostly around security.

It was noted that they had not made a bid for the Care and Repair Scheme.

Jan Harding asked whether it would be possible to get Bassetlaw Integrated Safety Group to outline their services in writing.

The organisation that will take over the running of the scheme should be mindful of other schemes around and the parameters in which they operate.

Andrew Tatham to draft a letter to Glen Mears, the chair of Bassetlaw Integrated Safety Group on behalf of Louise Newcombe.

Feedback from LSP:

A Community Strategy booklet will be going out to all households.

There was some debate around the action plans that had been sent out by Bassetlaw District Council.

Andrew Tatham to chase up people for details for the action plans.  

When this is complete they should be sent to Louise Newcombe.

Promoting Independence

Andrew and Ann spoke about the paper they had written together.

There was talk around the BIG YELLOW folder and that the pilot for this had now finished.  It was established that there should be someone to follow up the information that was entered into the folder. Could this be fed into the Care and Repair Scheme? There appears to be many positive ideas that could be followed up.  

Andrew Tatham has written a general risk assessment into the Care and Repair Scheme.

Andrew to include this item into the other letter.

John Stretton to speak to Helen Fulton in warden services about supporting the BIG YELLOW.

Ann Ellis to put this item on the next agenda for Bassetlaw Integrated Safety Group.

Progress Event:

Michael Newstead raised the question of having another annual event on health issues and how things stand at the moment.  This was agreed. The event would probably be a 3 or 4 hour session again at the Christchurch centre.

Carers Event:

Jan Harding mentioned that Carers week commences on 

9th June and Bassetlaw Working With Carers has an event on that day in the Ceres Suite at Worksop Town hall.

The MP for Bassetlaw John Mann has been invited. Information is to be circulated to all GP practices. There will be a series of presentations and information will be available. There is the possibility of a small event being held in Retford as well.

Any other business:

Michael Newstead spoke about the high regard shown to Peter Williamson at his leaving event.

Healthy Living Centre meeting 11am – 12noon

Alan Batty gave a report on how the situation was at present.

Progress is slow. Information from NOF was proving difficult to get hold of quickly.  He had sent a lot of paper work to NOF in the last year and not had any response.  When he finally managed to speak to someone he was informed that if no contact was made from NOF then you were to assume that things were OK.

The main concern was the length of time that project managers were taking to get information back to Alan. 

Alan to get project managers together to discuss this.

It was decided that a senior manager needed to be identified and ask them to join Bassetlaw Partnership for Health.

Notts County Council and Bassetlaw District Council should be represented at a senior level.
