The minutes of the last meeting:

These were accepted as a true record.

Mattes Arising:

Jan Harding mentioned that Joy Cooper from the Learning Disability team would be at the Carers Event on June 9th along with John Mann MP for Bassetlaw and Louise Newcombe from the PCT.

Local Plan (Land Use Strategy)

Chris Telford gave a presentation of the Plan and a document Issues Report, December 2002 was circulated to members. A new Plan is devised on a 5 yearly cycle and the object of the consultation was to improve communications with stakeholders before a Draft Plan was produced. It was envisaged that the Draft would be published by the middle of next year.

Members welcomed the opportunity to comment and inform the Plan at an early stage and stressed the importance of linkages with other strategic documents.

Jan Harding stressed that open spaces were vitally important for use by people who didn’t have transport. Chris Telford said that parks were protected.

CHC Paper

The Community Health Council will be gone from 1st September 2003. In its place will be a number of mechanisms, including the PALS Service, ICAS Service and Patient and Public Involvement Forums.

BCVS have registered an expression of interest in the Patient and Public Forums. It was agreed that it was logical for CVS to be involved in cross-border arrangements involving Bassetlaw and Doncaster

The CHC are only operating a telephone advice line and helpline at the present time.

Care and Repair

The interviews have taken place and DYNAH (Do You Need A Hand) was successful in its bid.

It was felt that the organisation was very community rooted and more sensitive to the needs of a rural area than some of the other applicants.

Andrew Tatham has a follow-up meeting with DYNAH in the near future to discuss the service specification. 

Age Concern (one of the candidates) has generously offered help in promoting the scheme.

Community Strategy

Draft Community Strategy document circulated some time ago.  Sharon has made some amendments and a paper had been circulated to members prior to the meeting.

The Action Plan for BPfH should be similar to the Community Strategy.

Proposed Annual Feedback Day

Michael Newstead proposed a Voluntary Sector Network meeting. A one day event sometime October/November 2003.  BCVS to coordinate.

Patient and Public Involvement

A Taster Forum had been operating successfully in Bassetlaw and it was agreed that a dialogue should be maintained with its members when the new structure was in place.

Young Manton Update

Interviews have taken place for the Office Manager and Project Manager posts.  At present these are still vacant. 

Any other business

Michael Newstead spoke about Janice Knight, Grant Aid Officer who will be working in the district for 6 months, based at BCVS.

Sharon Stoltz raised the issue of the Health Improvement Plan. Although there was now no formal requirement to produce such a Plan, previous experience suggested that it would still be useful to produce a much refined version that reflected cross-cutting issues which could be signed off by the relevant agencies.

Jan Harding raised the problem of funding to support families with special needs children.

Healthy Living Centre

Chris Shaw told the group that Alan Batty, who currently runs the HLC project, would be leaving soon to take up another post.  The groups were up to speed.
