Day Service Modernisation Plans 

Alan Pryke spoke to the paper, which had been circulated prior to the meeting.

He emphasised that the Modernisation Plans for adults with a learning disability in Bassetlaw was part of a wider county consultation exercise, which in turn was part of the Government’s Valuing People initiative. The emphasis was on change and services would have to be modernised by 2006.

There were a number of specific challenges facing Bassetlaw:

(a) The disproportionate number of frail, elderly carers

(b) The logistics around the delivery of incontinence aids

(c) Dental appointments

(d) Attitudes among staff in primary and secondary care, and in housing services.

The question was also raised about the involvement of people with a learning disability and the government’s Strengthening Accountability agenda.

Alan was thanked by the chair for his contribution.

Minutes of Previous meeting – agreed as a true record.

Matters Arising –

(a) Sharon Stoltz had met with Glen Mears and would report back at the next meeting.

(b) Michael Newstead reported that he had recommended that £12,000 be allocated to Home Safety from the seized assets fund.

(c) Emma Short reported that five people had so far been recruited to the new Patient Forum for Bassetlaw PCT. Emma urged members not to underestimate the new powers given to Patient Forums.

(d) Members agreed that despite existence of some good initiatives in the district, the issue of Transport was still high on the agenda as a priority.             ACTION: BCVS to lead on organising an LSP event on Transport Issues.

(e) Jan Harding reminded members of the forthcoming Bassetlaw Carers’ event in Retford aimed at carers of homeless people.

(f) It was agreed that the launch of the Care and Repair Scheme had been a great success.

(g) It was reported that the organising group for the Young People and Health had re-convened with a strengthened membership including Focus on Young People in Bassetlaw and Connexions.

(h) Plans for the Partnership for Health event at Retford Town Hall on December 10th were now almost completed. It was agreed that the Chief Executive of the District Council be approached to chair the event and all LSP members be invited.
