Minutes of the last meeting:

Matters Arising:

Michael Newstead spoke about the launch of ‘Out of the Darkness’ initiative from the seized assets fund at which energy efficient light bulbs and personal attack alarms were available.  Sharon Stoltz and Andrew Tatham had joined the group.

Andrew Tatham has met with Sandra Beighton from Doncaster CVS about the PPI forums. Mailings have been sent out from both Doncaster CVS and BCVS. Emma Short said she has had 8 new members from Bassetlaw, which was very positive.

Andrew Tatham has been invited to join the board of DYNAH to make a more formal link with Bassetlaw. Steps were being taken to integrate DYNAH more formally into Bassetlaw and a base had been established in the area. A cheque for £5,000.00 had been received.

Homelessness Strategy

Graham Jackson gave a presentation of the Homelessness Strategy which was produced in July 2003 and which will be reviewed in autumn 04.

Two main causes of homelessness were identified as, marital breakdowns and parents not wanting to house teenagers.

An area around BME in the district was causing some concern.

A housing needs survey has been completed.

Trying to increase stock of houses for rent.

Houses sold are not being replaced.

Increase provision for people with special needs.

Meeting with agencies such as Framework and New Roots.

Trying to increase private sector stock to build small affordable starter homes.

Copies of Homelessness Strategy Monitoring Group notes were handed out.

A snapshot homeless survey will take place in the autumn.

Supported living issue.

David Whitham asked about Supporting People.

Action: David Whitham to write to Ruth Rigby – can she engage with Bassetlaw District Council. Need Ruth at CMT.

Chris Shaw to report back to BPfH.

Sue Gill is to join the Social & Community Development Sub Group as the PCT lead on children’s issues.

Transport event – objective to improve access and services to rural areas.  LSP event to consider transport issues – to be organised by BCVS.

Community Health Development Post

Lanchester Gardens – An update was given in relation to this.

Play Strategy - being proposed by Bassetlaw District Council, it has been identified that there are no play areas for children. Possible money for new sites or old ones to be renewed.

Chris Shaw is currently writing a Play Strategy. Sharon Stoltz would like to send this out to Health Visitors and School Nurses for their comments.

Play Forum involved as friendly consultation.

Rural Conference - Andrew Tatham spoke about the Rural Conference at South Forest where the East Bassetlaw Befriending Scheme won the first Malcolm Thompson Memorial Award.

HIMP Projects - Bassetlaw Good Neighbour scheme. Sharon had received an invoice; the scheme does exist but she asked for information about the scheme before the invoice is paid.

LIFT Scheme - Bassetlaw Primary Care Trust are involved in a Local Improvement Finance Trust initiative which will hopefully bring new purpose built primary and community health care facilities into Harworth and Retford in the next few years.  Plans are currently being drawn up and Emma mentioned how important it will be to inform and consult the patients and public of Harworth and Retford about these developments.  Emma will contact the Community Development Workers in these areas about the public involvement in due course.
Carers Event - Jan Harding mentioned the Carers Event on 15th June in the Ceres Suite at Worksop Town Hall.

New Life Christian Centre - Michael Newstead spoke about the new project for older people in Retford at the New Life Christian Centre and how useful it would be for Janice Knight to give a report on this to the members of Bassetlaw Partnership for Health.
