The minutes of the last meeting: Agreed as a true record.

Matters Arising from the previous meeting:

Michael Newstead spoke about developments in a Diversity context, in the hope that the issue will be on the agenda of the next LSP meeting.

Andrew Tatham is no longer chair of Bassetlaw Race Awareness Forum, Superintendent Pete Moyes from Worksop Police has nominated one of his senior officers to chair meetings in the interim. BRAF is changing its focus and will in future concentrate more on staging cultural events to raise awareness. Andrew Tatham is to join the PCT diversity sub group.

Patients Forums: only one person out of an original trawl of 4 candidates has progressed through the appointments process. However, one other person is to join the Hospitals Foundation Trust Forum from the PCT Forum leaving only one vacancy from Bassetlaw on the former.

Health Inequalities, Accident Prevention:

Jane Zdanowska, Health Inequalities Officer from Nottinghamshire County Council gave a presentation about a nine-month secondment she is doing around mapping and consulting on avoidable injuries throughout the County. Also looking at projects worth supporting. Will be making recommendations to the County Council. A report will be produced which will be evidence based.

Louise Newcombe asked if the group could see the final report. 

Sharon Stoltz suggested contacts are made with the Bassetlaw Integrated Safety Group and Michael Newstead suggested Jane speak to PC Bill Brown at Worksop Police around safety projects in general.

Action Plan/Annual Event:

Sharon Stoltz suggested a review of the BPfH Health Action Plan and wondered whether the Annual Event was an appropriate vehicle to undertake some of this work

It was agreed that the Annual Event should have a ‘market place’ for displays and that five workshops around key Action Plan items would be available during the morning.

A Transport session would be held after lunch. 

LSP Feedback:

Partnership among agencies very strong in the LSP. There was now a need to engage the general public. Suggestion that 500 people accessed via existing database to form a ‘think tank’ for the district: This would be, both democratic and meaningful rather than tokenistic.
