The minutes of the last meeting:

Self Help Presentation:

Lynn Tupling and Linda Law gave background information on the philosophy of Self Help generally and to the Bassetlaw project specifically. They suggested that there was great potential for more joined-up work with statutory agencies. The Bassetlaw worker was the only one in the County not funded by statutory agencies; National Lottery money would terminate in August, 2005.

Action: Louise Newcombe said the PCT would fund the part time post from April 2006. There were various suggestions about funding during the interregnum including Bridging the Gap (Michael Newstead) and Notts County Council (Kate Thompson)
Planning Developments – Land Development Framework:

As a result of new legislation, Local Development Frameworks (LDFs) had replaced Local Plans. Strong emphasis on public consultations – Issues Stage (2003) had used a variety of engagement mechanisms, which yielded 800 suggestions. LDFs will consist of a range of related documents each of which required robust consultation. The engagement process would also include an independent examination of each document.

There was concern about lack of clarity in connection with consultation with statutory agencies such as Social Services, the PCT, the Hospitals Trust and the Education Department.

Action: A response to this concern would be sought from the Head of the Planning Dept.

Matters Arising:

Patient & Public Involvement Forums – It was reported that the Chairman of the PCT Forum had resigned. The Forum needed to expand its membership.

Outreach work was being done to attract candidates from non-traditional sources (Manton). Linda Law also offered assistance in recruitment from the Self Help sector. There were also changes to the support infrastructure – the Commission for Public & Patient Involvement was in the process of being dissolved.

LSP Event – Questions raised which were addressed at the subsequent Board Meeting. An LSP group is coordinating a workshop for all involved in the LSP to take place on 11th May 2005, which would be followed by a Vision Bassetlaw event – celebrating successes in the District.

Bassetlaw Working with Carers – Jan Harding and Andrew Tatham had met with two other colleagues and confirmed that there was still a need for a District wide body. It was hoped to work in partnership with the Retford Action Centre and possibly the PCT Diversity Group. A further meeting would be arranged.

DYNAH – Graham Jackson confirmed that Bassetlaw District Council (Housing Dept) had agreed to fund DYNAH at the rate of £17,000 per year for three years from April 2005.

Feedback on Annual Event:

Feedback had been extremely positive – possibly the best on record. It had showcased the cohesion of the District to those from other parts of the County.

Specific outcomes – 

· A meeting to explore the possibility of establishing an Older Persons Forum or Fora in Bassetlaw (Thursday 3rd March 2005 at the New Life Christian Centre, Retford) Action: Andrew Tatham
· A leaflet on transport services in the District was being put together (Lesley Thorlby)

· Louise Newcombe and Andrew Tatham to meet to organise a further workshop involving Transport Providers in a health and social care context.

Action Plan:

No formal documents available – Sharon Stoltz would be meeting with Andrew Tatham to revisit the Plan.

Specific actions – 

· Obesity Event – to take place on 18th January at Bawtry Hall. The aim was to prioritise issues and actions for the local Obesity Strategy. Over 60 people booked. The Strategy would link with work done at a County level but needs to have a local focus.

· Accident Prevention – A representative from the East Midlands Health Observatory would be attending the February meeting of the Integrated Safety Equipment Scheme. Important that the latter develops stronger links with the Partnership for Health. The Fire Service had recently appointed someone locally whose focus would be Accident Prevention. Caren Rice, would be linking up with the Scheme on behalf of Bassetlaw PCT.

Young Manton Project:

As a result of a meeting involving John Mann MP and Cathy Harvey (Notts County Council), the Project is to receive £10,000 in funding from the County Council (recurrent?). The plan is to attract funding for a further two-year period, which would include a greater emphasis on evaluation.

Senior Peer Mentoring (Ready Steady Go)

Critical stage reached as from today when volunteers would be linked to available mentoring opportunities. Funding amounting to £3,000 sought from Bassetlaw PCT with match funding opportunities from Sport England and Social Services.

Tobacco Control Stragegy

Nottingham City PCT is leading the work in Nottinghamshire. A partial ban on smoking in public places was in force but there was still work to do in Industry, Public Houses and other work-place black spots before the ban could be extended.

Any other business:

· Kate Thompson – reported that her post within the County Council’s Regeneration Dept had been extended for three years. There was money in her budget for work on Health Inequalities.

· Graham Jackson – reported that a review of the District Council’s Homelessness Strategy would include more robust targets for health services in this context.

· Chris Shaw – reported that the District Council had received increased funding.

· Diversity and the Local Strategic Partnership – Task Group to meet soon, Michael Newstead will Chair the Group.

· Future funding of Health Living Centres would be the focus of a Big Lottery Fund meeting in the near future.

· It was noted that Stuart Brook (Director, Notts County Council, Social Services) was leaving his post after 10 years at the end of January.  Action: Louise Newcombe to write on behalf of the Partnership for Health

Healthy Living Centre Network

Meeting 17th January 2005 

Wendy Balandis spoke to her report (circulated).

Successful meeting with the Big Lottery Fund in November. As a result, the Annual Monitoring Report for Year 1 has now been approved.

New logo is proving useful and a leaflet detailing the work of the Network is being compiled. Work is also being done on a website and a newsletter.

All projects, with one exception, are functioning well. The Credit Union in Harworth & Bircotes is experiencing problems and a rescue package is being considered.

Roy Tomlinson, responsible for two projects involving young people and health, is leaving the District.

Chris Shaw will attend the Project Managers meeting on 3rd February to raise the issue of synergy between the projects.

A question was raised concerning the emphasis on young people in the HLCN and the issue of potential statistics for activity with older people.

The issue of the part-time nature of Wendy’s post and the increasing workload was raised.

Action: Wendy Balandis to produce a paper providing rationale for increased hours.  Wendy was thanked for her report.
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
