1. Fran Walker welcomed the members.  

2. A presentation by Liz Cousins then took place on Basic Skills.  Copies of the presentation slides attached.  The Government document Basic Skills For Life was referred to in the presentation.  This can be downloaded from www.dfes.gov.uk/readwriteplus.

Pip Beasant and Jean Taylor then gave a talk on practical Basic Skills delivery in Bassetlaw.  Details of the pathfinder projects in Bassetlaw were distributed to all delegates present.  

Questions were then taken about Basic Skills issues.  Certain issues that need addressing were around continued financing of Pathfinder projects, evaluation and quantifying the impact.  Liz Cousins highlighted the other funding streams that are available such as NCC, LSC and the DFES.

Discussions then took place around the data on basic skills that is available.  The Basic Skills Agency provides most of the data that originally came from a detailed household survey.  Targets for Bassetlaw have been set and the target for Bassetlaw is to improve the skills of 1,938 people.

3. Presentation by Mark Rushworth on the Princes Trusts activities within the area and the possibilities of extending the programme into Bassetlaw.  

After various discussions it was identified that there is a commitment to extend the project into Bassetlaw.  Michael Newstead invited Mark Rushworth and the Fire and Rescue Service representatives to attend the next Young People sub-group meeting on the 20th February 2002.  It was identified that the Volunteers Programme has submitted a co-financing bid and if successful a programme will begin in Bassetlaw in September.   

The resource needs for providing a programme in Bassetlaw were identified as: a seconded team leader and 2 assistant team leaders, the use of a minibus and premises.  

The huge contribution of the Fire Service to the programme was especially acknowledged.  

 4. Skills Needs

· An opportunity for the group to take forward a project following on from the work of the Bassetlaw Task Force was outlined.  GOEM are looking to initiate a project between now and the end of March 2002.  There are monies available to support a project and examples of information required are

· an exercise to look at the types of information and data available 

· diagnostic work to consider opportunities that may arise,

· support for an event/workshop for the District. 

 GOEM would like to ideas formulated and developed by the end of March 2002 and the Education and Life Long Learning Sub-Group was seen as a focal point for this project.  It was agreed that this type of project offered a great opportunity to provide a more detailed picture of the Bassetlaw District.

5.  Questions, Feedback and Future Actions.

Neil McInroy updated the group on the progress of the LSP so far.  He suggested that the group needs to put together an action plan quite quickly looking at the direction of the group.  The first stage is to provide a sketchy outline of the main themes to a core group and then to present this to the sub-group.  Members of the group would need to volunteer to be part of this task (core) group.

It was agreed that CLES and Bassetlaw District Council could put together themes to distribute to the group.  The task group should aim to meet within the next 3 weeks.
