	Question of Chairing of Group

Current Chair Fran Walker raised the question of the Chairmanship of the Education Group. The question of her role as Chair had been raised, as she was no longer Vice Principal at North Notts. College. The consensus at the meeting was that she should continue in her role as Chair and that she had the support and confidence of the Group.  It was pointed out that the Principal of the College had also been invited to be a Board Member of the LSP.

	
	14 – 19 Pathfinder Bid

B. Whittamore from the Government Office for the East Midlands explained that the bid had been submitted for the Pathfinder project. The bid was for Nottinghamshire as a whole, focussing primarily upon Nottingham City and the Coal Field areas.

Pathfinder focuses primarily upon work related learning, such as vocational GCSE’s and providing routes into modern apprenticeships.

No decision had been made by the DFES but the outcome was expected shortly.

	Action-Plan for the Sub-Group

	
	G. Blenkinsop from Bassetlaw District Council presented the draft action plan for the Group.  The Action Plan had been drawn up by only a small group of people, and as such was completely open to revision.  The cross cutting nature of the Group’s work was highlighted.  The role of the Group clearly impacts positively upon the work of the Economic Regeneration Group but equally upon the Social and Community Development Group with its focus on tackling social exclusion.

M. Newstead raised the role of the voluntary sector within the document, saying it was weak. It was recognised that this was something that people were already aware of, and Bassetlaw District Council would liase with the BCVS and B. Whittamore on this.

A question was raised on role of PSA targets.  B Whittamore from the Government Office outlined what the PSA targets were and the role of national floor targets.

A FURTHER BRIEFING NOTE WAS REQUESTED ON PERFORMANCE INDICATORS.
Areas for further work or issues to be noted
· Adult Education – need to identify our strengths in delivering adult education

· Bassetlaw Association of Secondary Heads – need to link into this group and ensure representation on the Education and Lifelong Learning Group

· Sure Start was proving very beneficial in promoting adult learning amongst carers and parents of children involved in the scheme.  This project is anticipated to impact upon educational attainment in primary schools

· Hartland had received £125,000 of funding and on behalf of its feeder schools with a view to raising educational attainment amongst 5 – 13 year olds

· Transition from primary to secondary schools is a hotspot in terms of performance.  Performance can drop significantly from Key Stage 2 to Key Stage 3

· There were positive educational elements within the Healthy Living Centre project which had just received funding 

· The Nottinghamshire Education and Business Alliance were already making positive links with business – often using IT  THIS COULD BE AN ITEM FOR DISCUSSION AT A FUTURE MEETING FOCUSSING ON HOW TO ACTIVELY ENGAGE WITH BUSINESS
· Malcolm Kesterton will supply information on which specialist categories the Bassetlaw secondary school are aiming for

· IIP WAS SUGGESTED AS A FUTURE AGENDA ITEM FOR THE GROUP
· The Nottinghamshire Education and Business Alliance had produced a leaflet previously highlighting local success stories.  A copy would be requested to provide ideas for this area of the Group’s work.

· B Whittamore reported that the Government was likely to invest in enterprise in the next few years.  It would be important to ensure Business/Educational organisations were ready to appropriate this. Bassetlaw should be looking for opportunities to become involved in any pilot schemes that were offered.
