Adult & Community Learning Service – Manton COG
The Adult & Community Learning Service is part of the Nottinghamshire County Council Culture and Community Department and provides funding and support for adult learning in targeted areas across the county.  Within the Bassetlaw area, there are 5 COGs (Learning Communities Operations Groups) covering Langold, Carlton, Misterton, Worksop, and Manton.  The COGs are made up of local education service providers, agencies working within the local area, and community representatives.
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A number of BLSP partners from the Learning & Skills Sub-Group are involved in the Adult and Community Learning Service’s Manton COG.  The group has recently taken on a broader remit and agreed to be the Education Theme Group for Manton Neighbourhood Management Pathfinder. The group brings partners together to explore innovative and fresh ideas for delivering learning to the Manton community.  Members of the group have been working for the past few months to produce an Action Plan, which will directly feed into the overall Delivery Plan for the Pathfinder.  The actions and objectives of the Pathfinder Action Plan will link closely with the BLSP Learning & Skills Sub-Group, and where required both groups will work in partnership on projects.
