FIRSTLY, I must thank you for the feedback received following the first edition of my open letter. 
This month I have taken on board a suggestion that I separate the content of my letters into Newark and Sherwood and Bassetlaw.

This way you receive news specifically about your area. I welcome your views and ideas so please keep them coming in.

This month I would like to share news about burglary reductions, motorcycle nuisance and changes to rural beat officers.

Burglary reductions

We have recently seen some excellent results on the division.

Following our summer security campaign, shed burglaries dropped by a quarter compared with last year and from April to July there were 21% less house break-ins.

This is thanks to everyone working together to stop crime. Every person who locks their shed, uses an alarm and security lighting is making it more difficult for thieves to commit crime. 

Information you have supplied to us about crime is also leading to more and more criminals being arrested.

In July we saw 757 prisoners through our custody system. This was our highest ever number of prisoners within a month.

The division was also acclaimed best in the force for acting on Crimestoppers information.

One in four calls to Crimestoppers from people in Bassetlaw, Newark and Sherwood result in an arrest. 

In the first five months of the year we received 80 calls, which directly led to 19 arrests. 

These offenders may not have been caught if you had not supplied information to us.

You will not be asked to give your name, make a statement or appear in court so please be assured that you won’t be pressured into doing anything more than telling us what you know. The Crimestoppers number is 0800 555 111.

Motorcycle nuisance

Two months ago the most common complaint our community beat officers received centered on motorcycle nuisance.

Like anyone else, I would also complain if I had to listen to gopeds, mopeds, quads and motorbikes driving past my house day and night.

What many owners of these vehicles don’t understand is that it is an offence to drive one of these vehicles in a residential area. It is also an offence to drive one without a licence, insurance, MOT or a helmet.

At the start of July we were receiving probably seven or eight complaints a day and Operation Elaborate was set up.

Officers have targeted Kilton, Manton, Rhodesia, Shireoaks, Sandy Lane and Clumber Park and issued warning notices to nuisance motorcyclists.

If the person is caught a second time their bike is seized and the driver faces prosecution. The owner is made to pay a recovery cost and a daily storage fee to retrieve their vehicle.

If the fee is not paid within 21 days, a recovery company can dispose of it.

In eight weeks the team issued 55 warning notices, arrested seven people and seized seven bikes.

We are now receiving very few complaints from people living in these areas. Due to its success we are looking at running operations in other areas so please tell your community beat officer if you are suffering similar problems.

Changes to rural beat officers

From 1 September the community beat officers responsible for the rural areas around Retford will change, due to an officer who has transferred to another department within the force.

It is important that you are aware of these changes and know which officer covers your area. Your community beat officer is dedicated to your area to find long-term solutions to problems within the community. 

Please find below the new structure with names, areas and mobile numbers. Beat officers should be contacted about persistent problems and NOT to report crime.

It is vital that these officers are in regular contact with parish councils and community leaders so please feel free to introduce yourselves to them. Wherever possible, they will endeavour to attend parish council meetings and hold public surgeries.
