Following the elections on 10th June 2004 the political balance of Bassetlaw District Council changed resulting in a status of ‘No Overall Control’.  The current political balance is:

At the Council AGM on 23rd June 2004 the Conservatives achieved the support necessary to become the lead party at the District Council that will form the Cabinet.

This has implications for Bassetlaw Local Strategic Partnership (BLSP) as the current Chair, Councillor Graham Oxby, is now Leader of the opposition.  The position of Chair of the BLSP Board will now be raised at the next Board meeting on 27th July 2004, and a vote taken to decide who the Chair should be.

This also has implications for the position of Chair of the Community Safety Partnership, as Councillor Glynn Gilfoyle was not re-elected within his Ward and therefore is no longer Deputy Leader of the Labour Party and the District Council.  As a result on the 29th July at a meeting of the Community Safety Partnership, the Chief Executive of Bassetlaw District Council, James Molloy, was elected as Chair of the Partnership.

Finally the position of Chair of the Environment Sub-Group will also change in July 2004, as the current Chair is leaving the Nottinghamshire Biodiversity Action Group (BAG).  Heather Stokes from Nottinghamshire County Council will represent the Nottinghamshire BAG, who will continue to act as Chair until a new representative is voted in to the position.
